Ideas for Independent Projects
1. Writing a book

Students find it gratifying to see that their efforts have resulted in a bound book.  Ideas include story books for younger students, how –to- do- it books, factual books and historical novels.
    2. Demonstration
This type of project offers students the opportunity to practice organizational and speech skills by being the “experts”.

    3. Debate      
This type of project is very challenging in terms of research, 
          organization, and presentation.                         
 4. Display Project
There are many types of display possibilities: bulletin boards, idea cubes, collections, or a poster.
 5. Experiment

Students find a question that is interesting and challenging to them and that requires testing.
     6. Game Project
Game projects can demonstrate information, processes, and rules in specific content areas.
   7. Learning Center
         This project can be used in any subject area as well as an extension of  
a class unit of study.                                
8. Model
     Making a model will be popular with students who like doing things    
with their hands.  Students need to do research as well as construction 
to make a three-dimensional model.
9. Multimedia Project
    This is a creative type of project that works best with broad topics 
such as social issues, historical perspectives, etc.  

10. Poster Project
    A poster could be used as an art project or incorporated with other        
subjects to communicate information.

11. Problem Solution
    This project gives students an opportunity to practice creative  
problem solving, using personal problems or problems with world- 
wide 
implications.

12. Science Project
       This project is designed to give students an opportunity to explore 
some field of science using the scientific method, and presenting their
          findings to a group or class. 
13.  Special Event

This  project presents  an opportunity for “learning by doing”.  It demands a lot of organization and considerable knowledge about a specific topic they have researched.

14.  Speech/Oral Report

    A speech or oral report can be used in a variety of learning situations. 
      It can be used for presenting information from research, or to  
 
 
 entertain and persuade.
15.  Survey Project

    This project is most effective when it is part of some unit of study.  
 
 Students use the results of their surveys as information to incorporate 
 into their study units.
16.  Written Report

This project provides valuable experience in organizing one’s thoughts     for written communication.  It is important that topics elicit a combination of research and thinking.
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
